Award Description and Instructions for Nominators


The Association of Independent Information Professionals (AIIP) is pleased to announce a call for nominations for the fourteenth annual AIIP Technology Award.

AIIP invites any company or individual that produces or knows of information products (e.g., databases, web organizers, Internet sites) that meet the criteria below to submit nominations.

Successful entries will be products that help information professionals with their day-to-day operations in locating, analyzing, organizing, preparing, and/or delivering information. The product must be related to the information field. (AIIP does not consider accounting, word-processing, and spreadsheets appropriate for this award.) [image: AIIPsolo200]

The winning product must stand out in the areas of innovation, ease of use, price, and adherence to marketing claims. The judges will give extra weight in their determinations to products that likely are new (not previously known) to a substantial number of AIIP members.

The deadline for nominations is September 7, 2012.
